How much does the Summer Youth Blitz program cost?
Participants are responsible for their airfare to and from the designated
airport, in addition to a $450 program fee that covers room and board
and supplemental medical insurance during the program. There are a
limited number of scholarships available.

+ SYB assumes that the family and candidate are responsible for the $450
program fee and travel to the SYB site. Financial assistance is used as a
supplement, when deemed necessary, to the family resources.

+ Foundations largely fund SYB. These donors pay for the majority of
the SYB costs. The program fee is, thereby, already heavily supple-
mented. SYB works on an ongoing basis to expand this support,
enabling more youth to participate.

+ SYB promotes the value of "full responsibility and ownership" of the
SYB experience on the part of the candidate. We expect each
participant to raise funds or work to contribute financially to his/her
experience.
